Approval and Certification of Tax Levy

On or before November 1, the School Board shall determine the amount
necessary to be raised to operate and maintain the schools of the school
district and to meet any irrepealable tax obligations or other financial

obligations of the school district in accordance with Wisconsin Statutes.

If on or before November 1, the School Board determines that the tax levy
previously approved by the School Board would violate the Revenue limit
under Chapter 121.91 Wisconsin Statutes, the School Board shall lower the tax
levy and adjust the budget accordingly to bring it in compliance with the
Revenue Limit.

On or before November 10, the school district clerk shall deliver to the clerk
of each municipality within the District a certified statement showing the
portion of the amount of taxes to be collected in such year in accordance with
Wisconsin Statutes.
